Watch for purple
camas—a native wildflower—in
springtime. Recently, a sizable amount
of large wood flowed into the site at
high water, but good camping spots
remain.
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103.5: DSL Island

This is a nice island with a shallow
back channel. Watch for snags if
paddling the left channel. Primitive
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camping is allowed on the island.
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
